
Safety Briefing

For those of you who have not been to [name of grounds/pony club] before, the 
toilets are located next to the clubhouse and canteen.

The gate at the entrance is to be kept closed during the event. In the event of an 
accident on the field, all riders are to stop riding straight away. If asked to leave 
the field because of an accident, you will be asked to move [for example over to the 
yards and remain with your horse.]  

Please note the following; all cars without floats are to park in the designated horse 
free area, outside the gate. The area around the clubhouse and between the 
clubhouse and the car park is also a Horse Free Area. Anyone lunging a horse 
must do it in the designated area and wear a riding helmet at all time.  

All dogs must be kept on a lead at all times. 

Today is a big day and we hope to keep it operating smoothly with your assistance.
